FAFSA --  The first step in the financial aid application process is to complete and submit the 

FREE Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  The FAFSA is required to apply for federal 

student aid, such as federal grants, loans & work-study.  It is also used to apply for most state and 

college aid, in addition to some private financial aid:  http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/index.htm.

Applicants must demonstrate leadership abilities through participation in community 
service, extracurricular or other activities.  Meet the Federal Pell Grant eligibility criteria through 
submission of FAFSA.  DEADLINE:  January 11, 2012. 

National Multiple Sclerosis Society:  Students with multiple sclerosis, or anyone who s the 
child of someone with multiple sclerosis, who will be attending an accredited post secondary 
school for the first time is eligible to apply for scholarships ranging from $1,000 to $3,000.  
Applications must be completed on-line at www.nationalmssociety.org/scholarship.  The only 
information collected by mail is the confirmation of diagnosis and the transcripts. DEADLINE:  
January 13, 2012.
